EMERGENCY PROTOCOL:

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]If there is an accident involving any person on the show grounds, the closest show volunteer (or the judge,) should quickly determine if the person needs medical assistance.  If there is any doubt that the person may need medical assistance, call 911 immediately.  Provide the following address (do not use the farm name) and directions:

3. If the person is not breathing and/or there is no pulse, begin CPR or ask for someone qualified in CPR.

AFTER NOTIFYING 911:

3. The horse show will be placed on hold until all emergency vehicles have left and the show staff has resumed their positions.
